iii. a liquidator is appointed in respect of the Developer; or
iv. a voluntary winding-up of the Developer is commenced or a petition is made for a
winding-up order for the Developer; or
v. the Developer is struck-off from the Register of Companies;
d. Where the Developer is an individual:
i. the taking of any step in connection with any voluntary arrangement or any other
compromise or arrangement for the benefit of any creditors of the Developer; or
ii. the making of an application for a bankruptcy order, the presentation of a petition for a
bankruptcy order or the making of a bankruptcy order against the Developer.

2. If any Default Event occurs, the Trust may, without affecting any statutory rights or powers or any
other right, claim, or remedy under this agreement for such non-performance or non-observance, give
to the Surety a default notice:

3. Within 20 Working Days following the date of receipt of the default notice, the Surety shall pay the
Default Cost to the Council;

4. This agreement and any dispute or claim arising out of or in connection with it or its subject matter or
formation (including non-contractual disputes or claims) shall be governed by and construed in
accordance with the law of England and Wales.
